. Joint research expenses

The exact amount of the grant is determined based on the number of applications. Note that

the maximum of the consumables fee is 20% of each grant.

. Eligibility of applicants
All researchers who belong to a university, a national or public research institution, are

eligible to apply. Moreover, researchers who belong to an equivalent institution who have been

approved by the Director of the ILM, are also eligible.

. Research period

One year duration for each grant (April 1, 2025 - March 31, 2026) .

5. Application method
(1) Application method

- Before you submit your formal application, please discuss the research subject, the period
of visit, and necessary expenses with the faculty member at ILM who will conduct the joint
research.

fiscal year ends on March 31 each year.

6. Results of grant application
Application will be reviewed and evaluated by the ILM committee. The evaluation and scoring
will be made based on the application documents. However, if there are any uncertain contents

of research proposal, additional document and/or an interview may be requested.

7. Joint research report
The applicant (Principal investigator) of the joint research should submit a final "Joint research
report” to ILM by Friday, April 24, 2026. The joint research report will be published in the ILM
joint research report (annual report) and will be available on our website. Therefore, please

prepare the contents for public release accordingly.

8. Publication of research results
The publication must state that the project is sponsored or partially sponsored by the
Institute of Light Metals (ILM) Joint Usage / Research project (ex. This study was supported
by Institute of Light Metals (ILM) Joint Usage / Research Grant, Kumamoto University &

University of Toyama.). Please submit a PDF copy of the article after it’s published.
